Two months before the polls, CM loses
motion of confidence in the House

Chennai/New Delhi, February 22
Puducherry Chief Minister V
Narayanasamy resigned on
Monday after he failed to
prove his government’s ma-
jority in the Assembly.

Narayanasamy and other
Congress members walked
out during the debate on the
confidence motion and sub-
mitted the resignation to
Lieutenant Governor Tamil-
isai Soundararajan.

After the walkout, Speaker
VP Sivakolunthu announced
in the House that the motion
of confidence moved by the
Chief Minister was defeated.

The trust vote was necessit-
ated after five MLAs of the
Congress, including two min-
isters, and one DMK MLA
resigned from the Assembly.
Two of the Congress leaders
had joined the BJP which is in

alliance with Opposition NR

Congress in the Union
Territory.

After submitting the resig-
nation, Narayanasamy

blamed the BJP for the polit-
ical crisis in the State. The As-
sembly election of
Puducherry is due by May,
2021

“We faced three elections
and won all of them. People
trusted us. This is a Govern-
ment elected by the people of
Puducherry. The Opposition
were not able to defeat us in
elections so decided to topple
us by other means,” he said.

V Saminathan, President of
BJP’s Puducherry unit and
one of the nominated MILAs,
said, “This is a victory for the
people.

“Puducherry was not the
only Opposition-ruled State.

Vaccinating healthcare workers: A race against time

Out of one crore
workers, only

64.25 lakh have got
the first shot

New Delhi, February 22

With just two more days left for
healthcare workers to get at
least one dose of Covid-19 vac-
cination on priority basis, ques-
tions are being raised whether
all those working in the health
sector would be able to get
themselves vaccinated in time.

Till Monday, only 64.25 lakh
healthcare workers received at
least the first dose of the Covid
vaccine while there are close to1
crore public and private health-
care workers in the country. The
States and Union Territories
have to vaccinate an additional
33 per cent of health care work-
ers in next two days.

A total of 1.14 crore Covid-19
vaccinations were carried out
till Monday. While over 64.25
lakh healthcare workers re-
ceived the first dose, the second

dose has been administered to
close to 1116 lakh workers. Be-
sides, around 38.83 lakh front-
line workers also received the
vaccine.

The Health Ministry has
asked States/UTs to complete
the first dose vaccination of all
healthcare workers latest by
February 24. Anybody who has
failed to get the vaccination will
then have to wait for his or her
turn as per the general cat-
egory.

In fact, the Union Health Sec-
retary Rajesh Bhushan wrote on

Sunday to all States and UTs ex-
horting authorities to expedite
the vaccination drive. “The pace
of vaccination drive and its cov-
erage needs to be accelerated
exponentially to cover all iden-
tified beneficiaries in a min-
imum possible time,” he said.

‘Dozen on target’

Completing this round of vac-
cination on time is critical be-
cause the Centre is finalising
the operational strategy for vac-
cinating the next priority group
of the elderly and persons with

co-morbidities, expected to be
taken up from March 21.

There are a dozen States and
Union Territories that are well
on target. Bihar, for instance,
has given the first dose to 85 per
cent of over 4.77lakh healthcare
workers. Among other large
States that are close to achiev-
ing the target is Gujarat which
has vaccinated 80.7 per cent of
around 5.68 lakh registered
healthcare beneficiaries. Simil-
arly, Madhya Pradesh, Uttar Pra-
desh, and Rajasthan respect-
ively have covered 77.7 per cent,
76 per cent and 75.8 per cent of
healthcare beneficiaries till
Sunday. States and UTs such as
Odisha, Jharkhand, Chhattis-
garh, Uttarakhand, Tripura, Hi-
machal Pradesh and Lakshad-
weep too have done well.

‘Seven lagging’

Seven States and UTs have
lagged behind. Among them
were Punjab, Delhi and Tamil
Nadu, which have been to cover
only half or less than half of
their healthcare beneficiaries.

Quick-service restaurant
(QSR) segment is expected to
clock the highest growth in
the food services space over
the next 4-5 years, according
to a report by Edelweiss Se-
curities.

Led by international
brands such as Domino’s
Pizza, McDonald’s and Bur-
ger King, the QSR chain seg-
ment will grow at a CAGR of
23 per cent over FY20-FY25,
the report by the brokerage
firm stated.

Factors such as younger
demographics, value-priced
offerings and the surge in on-
line food ordering due to the
emergence of food aggregat-
ors are expected to be the key
growth drivers.

While the Covid-19 pan-
demic hit the restaurant in-
dustry hard, QSR chains were
the first to recover trends. Or-
ganised QSR chains had the
infrastructure and delivery

services in place long before
the Covid-19 crisis and this
aided them to swiftly adapt
to government restrictions.

South) contraction was re-
stricted to 45 per cent and by
September, recovery was
already at 85 per cent,” the re-
port by Edelweiss Securities
noted.

presence in the country, the
report added that the QSR
chains will continue to dom-
inate the entire food service
market as they deepen penet-
ration in tier-2 and tier-3
markets.

The organised food service
market consists of stan-
dalone and chain restaur-
ants and the chain restaur-
ants market is currently
dominated by the QSR sub-
segment.

Citing estimates by Tech-
nopak, the report noted that
the size of the organised QSR
sub-segment is estimated to
be at X348 billion.

Centre for Railway Info System,
CIL in pact for data access

How long does a Covid-19
respiratory droplet sur-
vive? It depends on factors
like the ambient temperat-
ure, volume, angle at which
itis spread and humidity.

Fluid dynamics plays an
important role in the study
of the life of these droplets
migrating in the air or de-
posited on surfaces.

A study at the Indian In-
stitute of Information Tech-
nology (IIIT-H) has found
that the spread of the virus
is minimal after the
droplets dry.

Another key takeaway
from the study is that
droplets survive much
longer on the screens of

Drying time on smartphone screen is three
times longer than on normal glass: Study

smartphones than on nor-
mal glass surfaces. “The
drying time for droplets on
a smartphone screen is
three times longer than
that on a normal glass sur-
face,” the study, conducted
by an interdisciplinary re-
search group, said.

Researchers at IIIT-H con-
ducted the study to predict
the life of the SARS-CoV-2
droplet in different envir-
onmental conditions.

Respiratory  infections
such as the SARS-CoV-2
virus spread primarily by
respiratory droplets of
saliva or discharge from
the nose of an infected per-
son during coughing or
sneezing.

Saliva droplets consist of

salt, protein (mucin), and
surfactant (dip-
almitoylphos-
phatidylcholine) in addi-
tion to water.

“These ingredients delay
the evaporation of respirat-
ory droplets
significantly
compared to
pure  water
droplets,” the
researchers
said.

Humidity
Any increase in
humidity will
make the droplet take
longer than an hour to dry
up compared to a droplet
under a lower humid envir-
onment that will dry-up in
minutes.

“Lower ambient temper-
ature also increases the dry-
ing time of the droplet. The

angle made by a droplet on
the surface (which is

known as contact angle)
plays an important role in
the drying time of the
droplet,” the study finds.
The

multi-disciplinary
study was

Aerospace  Engineering)
and Kirti Chandra Sahu (De-
partment of Chemical En-
gineering).

How long do respiratory droplets remain infectives

in this field. “The time
taken by saliva droplets to
dry up also depends on the
nature of the surface ma-
terial on which it falls as it
dictates how far the droplet
spreads out,” Sayak Baner-
jee said.

“While the lifetime of a
small saliva droplet of size 1
nanolitre is less than a
minute, a normal size
saliva droplet of 10 nano-
litres takes more than 15
minutes to evaporate at
room temperature and rel-
ative humidity of 50 per
cent,” Kirti Chandra Sahu,
said.
