Many of the low-lying
Pacific islands consider cli-
mate change their most pres-
sing and existential threat.

The previous government
had committed to reducing
Australia's emissions by 26
per cent to 28 per cent below
2005 levels by 2030. Albane-
se's government has promi-
sed a 43 per cent reduction.

MNew Zealand was hearte-
ned by Australia's greater
ambition, Ardern said. New
Ziealand's target by the end of
the decade is 30 per cent.

“The Pacific region has lis-
ted climate change as its
number one threat,” Ardern
said. “I know with regards to
New Zealand we have a lot
more to do, but we welcome
being joined on that journey
by Australia.” —AP
